ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY

1. Stretto will:
1.1. seek to maintain a healthy indoor environment for all members of staff

1.2. encourage employees to keep abreast of sustainability issues and developments through CPD Personal Development Plans

1.3. minimise material wastage; carry out recycling as much as possible; follow environmentally sound business practices and will dispose of all waste in a responsible manner, ensuring that we always comply with the Duty of Care Regulations. 
1.4. encourage use of public transport and technology to minimise unnecessary travel,
for example, providing facilities for cyclists, encouraging car sharing, and providing information on local public transport routes
1.5. consider the impact of the choice of materials on the environment, the economy and the community and will attempt to reduce or eliminate the use of ozone depleting chemicals (CFC, Halon, 1.1.1 Trichloroethane, HCFC), tropical hardwood from forests which have not been independently certified as sustainable, pesticides on the U.K. ‘red list’ or EC ‘black list, and peat for soil amelioration purposes.
1.6. encourage feedback on sustainable performance by clients, users and employees

1.7. try to use sub-contractors and suppliers who comply with the requirements of our environmental management policy, and will help sub-contractors and suppliers to comply with environmental laws and regulations as much as possible.
1.8. try to reduce the energy and water consumption of the business and minimise CO2 emissions. We will invest in the improved energy efficiency of products we use and investigate environmentally safe and sustainable energy sources.
1.9. Audit our activity to ensure that decisions are taken in the knowledge of their impact on the environment

1.10. In the office environment, paper will be used sensibly, with measures to re-use and recycle waste paper, and the increased use of electronic communication to reduce the need for paper use.
